FIRST READING: Isaiah 61:7–11 
We hear an ancient writer tell us about God active in this world:  The prophet proclaims a hopeful 
message: The Lord loves justice and will make an everlasting covenant with Israel and her 
descendants. In response, the prophet sings a joyful song, like Mary many generations later, about 
God's mercy and salvation. 
 
Because their shame was double, 
 and dishonor was proclaimed as their lot, 
therefore they shall possess a double portion; 
 everlasting joy shall be theirs. 
8For I the LORD love justice, 
 I hate robbery and wrongdoing;  
I will faithfully give them their recompense, 
 and I will make an everlasting covenant with them.

When the fullness of time had come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under the law, 
5in order to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as 
children. 6And because you are children, God has sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, 
crying, "Abba!
