FIRST READING: Ruth 1:6-18 
We hear an ancient writer tell us about God active in this world:   
 
 6 Then she started to return with her daughters-in-law from the country of Moab, for she 
had heard in the country of Moab that the Lord had had consideration for his people and given 
them food. 7So she set out from the place where she had been living, she and her two 
daughters-in-law, and they went on their way to go back to the land of Judah. 8But Naomi said 
to her two daughters-in-law, ‘Go back each of you to your mother’s house. May the Lord deal 
kindly with you, as you have dealt with the dead and with me. 9The Lord grant that you may 
find security, each of you in the house of your husband.’ Then she kissed them, and they wept 
aloud. 10They said to her, ‘No, we will return with you to your people.’ 11But Naomi said, 
‘Turn back, my daughters, why will you go with me? Do I still have sons in my womb that 
they may become your husbands? 12Turn back, my daughters, go your way, for I am too old to 
have a husband. Even if I thought there was hope for me, even if I should have a husband 
tonight and bear sons, 13would you then wait until they were grown? Would you then refrain 
from marrying? No, my daughters, it has been far more bitter for me than for you, because the 
hand of the Lord has turned against me.’ 14Then they wept aloud again. Orpah kissed her 
mother-in-law, but Ruth clung to her.  
 15 So she said, ‘See, your sister-in-law has gone back to her people and to her gods; return 
after your sister-in-law.’ 16But Ruth said, 
‘Do not press me to leave you 
    or to turn back from following you! 
Where you go, I will go; 
    where you lodge, I will lodge; 
your people shall be my people, 
    and your God my God.  
17 Where you die, I will die— 
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    there will I be buried. 
May the Lord do thus and so to me, 
    and more as well, 
if even death parts me from you!’  
 18When Naomi saw that she was determined to go with her, she said no more to her.

A contemporary of Jesus writes about how Jesus can affect us:   
 
 26 ‘My brothers, you descendants of Abraham’s family, and others who fear God, to us the 
message of this salvation has been sent. 27Because the residents of Jerusalem and their leaders 
did not recognize him or understand the words of the prophets that are read every sabbath, 
they fulfilled those words by condemning him. 28Even though they found no cause for a 
sentence of death, they asked Pilate to have him killed. 29When they had carried out 
everything that was written about him, they took him down from the tree and laid him in a 
tomb. 30But God raised him from the dead; 31and for many days he appeared to those who 
came up with him from Galilee to Jerusalem, and they are now his witnesses to the people. 
32And we bring you the good news that what God promised to our ancestors 33he has fulfilled 
for us, their children, by raising Jesus; as also it is written in the second psalm, 
 “You are my Son;

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She turned and said to him in Hebrew, ‘Rabbouni!’ (which means Teacher). 17Jesus said to 
her, ‘Do not hold on to me, because I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my 
brothers and say to them, “I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your 
God.” ’ 18Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, ‘I have seen the Lord’; and 
she told them that he had said these things to her.
