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A Gift from High Definition Home written by Rod Seeger

It was completely by accident that

we discoveredHigh Definition Home. The

chair of our Social Concerns Committee, Ross
Johnson, was preparing a power point for our
Adult Class between services. Our little
projector which we have used for putting
images onto the screen for video and picture
images was NOT working very well. Ross
foundHigh Definition Home in the Yellow
Pages, took the projector there, and within a
very short time the projector was working
again! When Pastor Tom and | began talking
seriously about getting a “sanctuary size”
projector for the Church we decided to start by
contactingHigh Definition Home. | dropped

in one rainy afternoon, described what | was
looking for and the man at the desk said,
“Leave your name and phone number. One

of our technicians will contact you!”

Within a few hours | received a phone
message frorRay Figone We set up an
appointment and in a couple ddyay, Pastor
Tom and | were standing in the Church
Sanctuary assessing the needs we have for a
projector.Ray listened carefullyand wrote
notes to himself. There comes a time in any
discussion about getting new equipment that
the question is asked, “So, how much do you
expect to spend for the projector?” Pastor Tom
and | threw out a number and agRiay
listened

We described tay what we had been
doing and what the limitations were with the
projector we had. He acknowledged that we
were expecting our projector to do more than it
was capable of doing. Our best bet would be to
install a projector that was designed to project
a picture onto the screen from the distance that
we had determined. The second challenging
factor was that whenever we projected pictures
during the daytime the room was too bright for
a vibrant image. With his knowledge of
projection equipment and his ability to assess
what was needed, we had found an excellent
resource to help us solve our problem.

Ray mentionedthat he would
recommend apecific projector for our needs

because he could fit it withlansthat was
designed to project an image a longer distance.
This was the major problem with our old
projector. We were expecting it to project an
image in daylight a longer distance than it was
actually designed for. When he told us the total
cost for the complete installation both Pastor
Tom and | knew we could not afford it. Again
Ray listenedand made a suggestion. If we
would pay the cost of the projector and the lens
he would check with his company to see if they
would be willing to pick up the cost of labor,
wiring and connectors for installation. That
was trulygood newso our ears!

A couple days later we received a
proposal fronHigh Definition Home for a
new projector with a custom lens completely
installed. It was within the budget that we had
set! Now the challenge was to figure out how
best to put the funds together. Pastor Tom
contacted Maggie Harrington to see if the
memorial gifts for her mother could be used.
Maggie agreed. Another member of the
congregation made an anonymous donation
and the small amount remaining was covered
by the Worship and Music Fund.

A couple weeks latdRay and his
installers were at the church putting in the new
projector. Pastor Tom and | were invited to a
lesson taught bRay and his technician. The
completion of the installation was especially
timely. A couple days after the installation was
complete Joe O’Neill's family contacted Pastor
Tom to find out if photos of Joe Sr. could be
projected onto the screen in the sanctuary
before the memorial service. We were all
pleased that the answer was “yes”. The first use
of the projector served to enhance the worship
service for Joe Sr.
