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BEACH BASH – 2011 

 
 Many of our members and friends were involved in the preparations and in the actual 
week itself of VBS; however, many folks weren’t there to see the magic in the eyes of the 
children, to hear the laughter and to clap their hands while singing new songs of joy.  And that’s 
okay, by the way.  One of the signs of a growing, healthy church is that not every single person 
is involved in absolutely every ministry.  
 

So – I’d like to give those of you who were off doing other ministries while VBS was 
going on, a small peek into this ministry, albeit from my perspective:  

  
·  I was substituting at a Middle School this spring, and a student came up to me and asked 

me, “Hey, PK. Do you know what this year’s theme is going to be at VBS?”  
 

·  A young girl asked me at coffee hour, “Pr. Kathryn – do you know who my counselor is 
going to be at VBS this year, because I really liked _____ last year!” 

 

·  I watched as a young man held hands with little five year olds and danced around in a 
circle during game time, singing and laughing!  (Ministry can be fun!)   

 

·  One young staff person got stung by a bee when he jumped into the bushes, and another 
staff person jumped in to help him – also then getting stung himself.  (Ministry can be 
risky!)  

 

·  One young staff person, who hasn’t been to church in a long time, volunteered to help out 
with crafts. Everyone adored her, and for our VBS Worship, she was a Communion 
Assistant.   

 

·  I ran into a mother at Safeway, and she told me to thank all the people at MLC for VBS. 
“My little boy goes to bed singing VBS songs each night!”  (Thanks, Music Team!)  

 

·  At our dinner table a few nights ago, there were six boys eating pizza.  Five of them were 
staff at VBS. The conversation turned to VBS, and they began discussing what positions 
they wanted to hold next summer at VBS.  The 6th boy asked if he could help out, too.  
(Can anyone say, “Evangelism”?)



·  I met the parents of one of our staff persons at Safeway, and told them their daughter 
would be welcomed to join us for our National Youth Gathering next summer.  (Ministry 
is making connections with people and Christ.) 

 
·  A Mom told me that she was so grateful that the VBS staff was so patient and loving with 

her little 3 year old, who was a little afraid to come without his Mom.  (God’s love – our 
hands.)  

 
·  I met with four women in one of our member’s homes, to discuss crafts – oh yah, and to 

laugh, and to eat cookies, and to talk about life and to share stories about our love for 
children. 

 
·  Every morning, our Snack Team would prepare a simple breakfast. So for half an hour 

every morning, moms and dads and caregivers gathered with their children, to begin their 
day with energetic, laughing, sometimes crazy, loving VBS staff persons.  
 

·  At the end of every day, we all held hands together in the sanctuary. All 35 of our adults 
and youth who served as lifeguard staff, and all 43 children who were the surfers, and we 
prayed the Lord’s Prayer.  One member wisely whispered to me, “PK – Do a repeat-after-
me-prayer for the Lord’s Prayer. They don’t all know it.”  (Ministry is sharing our faith 
with others.)

SERVE &  SHARE :  Thursday, September 15th from 10:00 a.m.-12noon meet in the Church 
conference room.  We will be making plans for our fall activities.  Our LWR Quilt & Kit 
Ministry: Sharing Gifts of Extraordinary Love has begun.  We have chosen to do fabric kits as 
our project and have asked the congregation for help with this project.  You can help by  
1) supplying fabric and thread (instructions are below) or 2) by making a monetary donation, and 
we will make the purchases.  The kits will be delivered to the LWR Ingathering in Antioch on 
Saturday Oct. 8th. 

Young women in West Africa face many challenges as they enter early 
adulthood.  Learning marketable skills to support themselves and contribute to 
their families can often keep them from being married off at a young age.  At 
the House of Hope for Disadvantaged Girls in Bamako, Mali, fabric kits are 
distributed to the 40 young women who live at the school and learn a number 
of skills including tailoring-as a means of earning an income. 

 
Include the following items in each Fabric Kit:  

·  Two pieces of cotton or cotton-blend fabric                              
(no knits or 100% polyester); fabric should have                                    
no stains or holes and be cut into pieces measuring:  
-  2¼ yards of 60” wide fabric, or  
-  3 yards of 44” wide fabric, or  
-  4 yards of 36” wide fabric  

·  Two spools of neutral-colored, general purpose thread, 250-300 yards each  
 

Fold thread and one piece of fabric inside second fabric piece and tie with yarn, sturdy string, 
ribbon or strip of fabric. Do not enclose the Fabric Kit or any of its contents in a plastic bag. 
These directions are also in a flier on the table in the narthex. 

 
 



Another Way to Help 
Delivering Fabric Kits to those who need them most costs LWR about $1.00 per Fabric Kit. 
This cost comes from LWR’s Quilt & Kit Shipping Fund.  If you are not able to assemble 
Fabric Kits, you can give to the Quilt & Kit Shipping Fund instead. Your donation will help 
ensure that LWR is able to distribute all of the Fabric Kits they receive.
